Spring is here and this brings with it warmer 
weather. This is a great time of year to start think-
ing about our health.  Moving into the warmer 
months we generally become more active and 
start eating lighter and spending more time out-
doors. 
 
Did you know that Kariong Medical Centre offers 
clinics to mentor people through weight loss and to 
quit smoking? These are nurse run clinics that are 
over seen by the Doctor. 
 
The Healthy Kids Check for children aged 4 is now 
a mandatory requirement for Centrelink payments.  
Please call us to make an appointment and advise 
that the appointment is for the Healthy Kids Check 
so the appropriate amount of time is allowed for 
this service.  Please bring your Blue book to up-
date immunisation at the time of appointment, as 
this is your proof of immunisation for Centrelink. 
 
If you are aged between 45-49 years of age, you 
are invited to make an appointment  for a Health 
Check.  This is a good prevention tool and the cost 
is covered by Medicare.  
 
We also offer Health Checks for people who are 
over 75 years and still living in their own homes.  
The over 75 year old Health Care Assessments  
are designed to keep people in their own homes 
by putting them in touch with local services. These 
checks require an appointment with one of our 
practice nurses and your Doctor.  The comprehen-
sive assessment takes about 45mins and is billed 
through Medicare. This is a worthwhile and proac-
tive service offered at Kariong medical centre.

Standpipe 

 
Well what a hazy month we had 
in September!

hazard reductions taking place in and around Kariong. 
As the weather conditions were near to perfect the 
decisions were made to reduce the fuel, which will 
reduce the risk of a bush fire impacting on Kariong and 
the surrounding areas. Our Guys and Gals from our 
Brigade worked long and hard with the assistance of 
neighbouring RFS Brigades to make our Community a 
safer place. If you wish to find out what hazard 
reductions are planned in and around our area for the 
coming months ahead, visit the Rural Fire Service 
website – www.rfs.nsw.gov.au.  
Don’t forget we are having an Open Day on Saturday, 
28

th
 September at the station. The day starts at 10:00. 

We would be delighted if you and your family would 
come along throughout the day, have a “sanger” 
sandwich with us, meet the crew, have a look at the 
station, the equipment we use and ask any questions 
you might have. 
October 1 is the commencement of the fire season. 
October is definitely the time to finalise your Bush Fire 
Survival Plan and have it ready to implement if the need 
arises. Remember a plan to do a plan isn’t a plan! You 
can get a copy from the Rural Fire Service website or 
come and see us at the station or at the Fire Control 
Centre, 155 Woy Woy Road. This is also a time when 
the Fire Danger Rating comes into effect.  
A few suggestions you may wish to do around your 
house and garden are: - * Keep lawns short and gardens 
well maintained, *Cut back trees and shrubs 
overhanging buildings, *Clean up fallen leaves, twigs 
and debris around your property, * Have hoses long 
enough to reach around your house, * Check that your 
insurance is adequate and up to date, * Complete your 
Bush Fire Survival Plan. 
This month we are visiting Kariong Child Care Centre to 
talk to the children about Fire Safety. The children enjoy 
looking at the truck, handling some of the equipment, 
watering the garden, and sometimes the teachers and 
crew, with the hoses. They are always keen to listen, 
play a few safety games and ask questions. I don’t know 
who enjoys the time more – the children or the crew!
